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È This first step in judging Photographs is the 
same as the first step in judging Horticulture 
and Arrangements.

È Judges do a walk-through to get a feel for the 
overall quality of the show.

È Then ðand this is very important in 
Photography ðutilizing the Score Card , assign 
each Photograph a 1st-4th Place Ribbon (or 
sticker, or whatever), or mark òJudged.ó



È This is no limit to the number of 1 st Place 
winners in a Class.

È Judges are encouraged to award as many 1st

Places as there are deserving Photographs 
within a class.

È If there are no deserving Photographs, then a 
1st Place is not required to be awarded.

È The PSWD Photography Committee strongly 
encourages Positive Judging!



È Try to avoid the use of  òI like. . .ó or òI donõt 
like. . .ó whenever judging.

È Try to use the criteria of the Score Card when 
commenting on the good points and less good 
points of a Photograph.

È Try to judge using only the criteria on the Score 
Card.

È Try to write notes commenting on something 
good about the Photograph, and something 
that could have improved the Photograph.
